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Tokyo Electric Power Company, Incorporated (TEPCO) was established in 1951 to supply electric power to the Tokyo 

metropolitan area, and for more than half a century it has continued to support society and public life with high-quality 

electric power.

	 The Tohoku-Chihou-Taiheiyou-Oki Earthquake (the Great East Japan Earthquake), which struck on March 11, 2011, 

precipitated a number of serious accidents at Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Station.

	 Since then, TEPCO has seen considerable weakening in its financial standing and income structure due to factors 

associated with the aforementioned events, such as the recording of substantial expenses and losses and an increase in fuel 

costs accompanying the suspension of nuclear power generation. TEPCO has been confronting an unprecedented major 

crisis. Addressing the situation, TEPCO along with the Nuclear Damage Liability Facilitation Fund (NDF) formulated the 

Comprehensive Special Business Plan, putting together a program of drastic streamlining, management reforms and other 

steps. In addition, upon TEPCO’s request NDF approved a capital injection amounting to ¥1 trillion through the acquisition 

of shares.

	 TEPCO shall make every endeavor to realize compensation with empathy and consideration from the viewpoint of those 

who suffered due to the nuclear power accidents. Together with this, TEPCO will take steady measures for decommissioning 

nuclear power plants, securing a stable electricity supply and drastically streamlining business management.
