March 2021 while making the safety our top priority.

October 11, 2013: Removal of the large pieces of rubble on the operating floor
of reactor building was completed.
November 21, 2015: Removal of the large pieces of rubble in the spent fuel pool was completed
by using crawler crane.
June 10, 2016: Decontamination of operating floor of reactor building was completed.
December 2, 2016: Installation of shield on the operating floor of reactor building was completed.
January 17, 2017: Installation of fuel removal cover started.
(July 31 to February 21, 2018: Lifting domed roof)
February 23, 2018: Installation of fuel removal cover was completed.
April 15, 2019: Fuel removal work started.
